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SANCHI STUPA is a Buddhist complex, famous for its Great Stupa, ona ™
hilltop at Sanchi Town in Raisen District of the State of Madhya Pradesh,
India. It is located, about 23 kilometers from Raisen town, district \
headquarterand 46 kilometres(29 mi)narth-east of Bhopal, capitalof M.P. st

-'-n.

The Great Stupa at Sanchi is one of the oldest stone structures in India, and F| ; 43 1T |‘
an important monument of Indian Architecture. It was originally
commissioned by the Mauryan emperor Ashoka in the 3rd century BCE. lts
nucleus was a simple hemispherical brick structure built over the relics of the Buddha. It was crowned by the
chatra, a parasol-like structure symbolising high rank, which was intended to honour and shelter the relics. The
originalconstruction work of this stupa was averseen by Ashoka, whose wife Deviwas the daughter of amerchant
of nearby Vidisha. Inthe 1st century BCE, four elaborately carved toranas{omamental gateways)and a balustrade
encircling the entire structure were added. The Sanchi Stupa built during the Mauryan period was made of bricks. The
composite flourished until the Tith century.
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Bhojeshwar Temple At a distance of 30 km from Bhopal Junction, and 34
km from Bhimbetka, Bhojpur Temple is an ancient Hindu temple located
at Bhojpur in Madhya Pradesh. Also known as Bhojeshwar Temple, it is
one of the beautiful shrines located near Bhimbetka and among the

temple believed to have started in the Tith century CE, during the reign of
the Paramara king Bhoja. The Jain writer Merutunga, in his Prabandha-
Chintamani, states that Bhoja constructed 104 temples in his capital city of Dhara alone. However, the Bhojpur
temple is the only surviving shrine that can be attributed to Bhoja with some certainty. The construction was
abandoned for unknown reasons, with the architectural plans engraved on the surrounding rocks. The temple
has been protected and maintained by the Archaeological Survey of India(ASI}.
